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The Mach 7, Hyper-X Research Vehicle (X-43A) was successfully flown on March 27, 2004.  Thermal measurements were recorded on the hot structure components (nose, horizontal tail, and vertical tail) during flight.  This paper will present a comparison of the preflight aerothermal/thermal analysis used for design purposes and the flight thermal data.  In addition, post flight analysis will be presented and compared to the flight data.
